Children perform better in 
the classroom if they are active during the day.  According 
to the CAPS Elementary Handbook… “Unless the weather 
prohibits outside activity, the Board of Education expects all 
elementary children to participate in daily recess.  Unusual 
health conditions that will keep a child in from recess re-
quire a note from home.  Conditions requiring a child to stay 
in for periods of two days or more, should be accompanied 
by a physicians note.
