I need your help with making 
the end of your child’s school 
day more safe. 

The safety of your children is 
my highest priority.  I have 
recently noticed a growing 
number of parents entering the 
school building and waiting in 
the hallway before the end of 
the school day.  Parents are 
always welcome at Lincoln 
Elementary School but this 
extra hallway traffic at the end 
of the day creates congestion 
and other potential safety con-
cerns. 

Please honor my request that 
all parents waiting for dis-
missal from school either  
wait in their vehicles or in the  
lobby outside of the school 
office.  Effective Monday, 
November 19th, every teacher 
will be escorting their students 

as a group to the gym.  All 
students going to CAPS 
Clubhouse, taking Dial-A-
Ride, or riding a CAPS 
school bus will go to the 
gym.  Students who either 
walk or bike home, or are 
picked up by someone will 
be exiting the building 
through the main doors out-
side of the office or through 
the double doors near our 
kitchen.   

It is my hope that these pro-
cedures will create a safer 
and more orderly end to our 
school day.
