Please read and complete
these forms and return them to
school promptly.
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STUDENT ENROLLMENT/INFORMATION
FORM

Please complete both sides of the
Enrollment/Information form in detalil
and be sure to briefly note any
special medical concerns on the front
side of the form. In addition, please
complete parent/guardian
information in detall, listing both
parents and step-parents or other
guardian information. Don’t miss the
box at the end of the form for Field
Trip Authorization and School Closing
Instructions. The form MUST be signed
dated and returned to school on the
first day of classes.

HEALTH EDUCATION CONSENT FORMS
are also being sent home the first day
of school. All students must receive
parental permission to participate in
health education this year. Please
sign and return the form along with
other paperwork to school. This form
applies to all 6t" grade students and
any new 7t grade students.

STUDENT INSURANCE

Cadillac Area Public Schools does not
provide any type of health or accident
insurance for injuries incurred by your child at
school or during an athletic activity.

However, student insurance is available for
you to purchase for your student. This is
especially the case if 1) you have no insurance
or 2) your present insurance has a deductible
or co-pay.

Breakfast (full pay) - $1.00
Breakfast (reduced) - $.30
Lunch (full pay) - $1.70
Lunch (reduced) - $.40
Just purchasing milk to go with your
packed lunch? Cost: $.35

Your assistance is requested by the Food
Service Department! Please remember
that students are able to get their lunches
in a more timely fashion if they pay
ahead. You may deposit money into your
child’s account on a weekly or monthly
basis. A record is kept of all meal
activity, which you may request at any
time by calling Food Service at 876-5014.
Applications for Free/Reduced meals will
be sent home with students on the first
day of school. Itis only necessary to
complete ONE FORM per family. Please
return the form to any school building as
soon as possible. If your student
qualified for free/reduced meals last year,
they will have the same status for the first
weeks of school. TO CONTINUE
